	The animals of a particular region or habitat.

	Habitat
	The natural home or environment of an animal, plant, or other organism.

	Coral

	A marine invertebrate that builds reefs in the sea.

	Reef

	A ridge of rock or coral near the surface of the sea.

	City

	A large town with many buildings and people.


	Town

	A smaller area than a city, with its own local government.


	Village

	A small community in a rural area.
